Donald Luncheon at Drumossie.

The Clan Donald Dinner and week-end on the Sunshine Coast in August 2001.
Appointed a member of the Council of Finlaggan in 2004 and installed in 2005 as
holding the chair of Dunaverty Castle.

2005 attended at Glencoe for the Installation, by the High Council of Clan Donald
Chiefs, of the first Puisavant of Finlaggan to represent Clan Donald at Lyon Court
for some centuries

Clan Chief installed at Fort William.

The MacDonalds of Keppoch, have their first chief in 158 years after a 20-year
battle in the Scottish courts.

Ranald Alasdair MacDonald, 75, is a retired hearing aid specialist from
Edinburgh. acquires the renowned name and Arms of Keppoch of Clan Donald.
Following his installation ceremony in Fort William, capital of the clan’s historic
territory, Mr MacDonald officially assumes his full title of 22nd Chief of the
Honourable Clan Ranald of Lochaber Mac Mhic Raonuill.

It took decades of research to prove his claim, and finally a Civil Court action to
overturn a decision by the Court of the Lord Lyon. The favourable judgement
resting on proffered evidence of sloinneadh, by which male family lines were
passed from one generation to the next by word of mouth, in the Keppoch case by
a storyteller known only as ‘Donald the Drover.’

Maggie Macdonald, Archivist of the Museum of the Isles at Clan Donald Centre
says they are in the process of changing one of their displays as a prelude to the
2007 exhibition, as they were able to borrow one of the Books of Clanranald from
the National Museums of Scotland — a one off as it is the first time this book was
allowed on loan in the Highlands — certainly a must to see.

GLENFINNAN GATHERING AND GAMES:

For those who have visited Glenfinnan and seen the Deer in the grounds of
Glenfinnan House, this will revive fond memories:

On Saturday 19th August a crowd of 2,500 locals and visitors attended the
Glenfinnan Gathering and Games held in the glorious sunshine amidst scenic
splendour at Glenfinnan at the head of Loch Shiel to listen to the Pipes and Drums
and watch the athleticism of the competitors on the field.

The Chieftain of the Games was Robin MacLean from Ardgour - Stallholders,
competitors, Pipers and all present were well catered for with venison rolls from a
spit roast - 5 whole gammons were devoured on hundreds of rolls in only 3 hours.

A popular events were the Piping and Dancing and a feature item was the
Heavyweight events where contestants wowed the crowd with feats of strength
lifting great boulders and hurling weights over a distance. Local man lain
MacKellaig gained 3" place in the hill race.

In the evening, visitors and locals took to the floor and danced the night away to
the sound of the Glenfinnan Ceilidh Band in a marquee on the lawn at Glenfinnan
House Hotel. It was a late night ceilidhing after hours with the folk from Mallaig.



SCOTTISH RECIPE - AHOGMANAY FESTIVE CAKE.
BLACK BUN:

8 oz. flour

1 Ib. Currants

1 Ib. Raisins

2 0z. chopped mixed peel

4 0z. caster sugar

4 oz. chopped blanched almonds

Y4 pint of milk

1 level teaspoon ground ginger

% teaspoon ground allspice

Pinch ground cloves

Pinch ground black pepper

% teaspoon bicarbonate of soda

1 tablespoon brandy

12 oz. shortcrust pastry

Beaten egg for glazing

Set the oven to 350F or mark 4.

Mix the flour, bicarbonate of soda, spices and sugar in a bowl.
Add the raisins, currents, mixed peel and almonds.

Moisten the mixture with the milk and brandy and stir well.

Roll out twO-thirds of the pastry to line a greased 10 inch cake tin.
Fill with the fruit mixture and make a lid with the remaining pastry.
Seal the edges using a little cold water; press firmly together.
Brush with beaten egg.

Finally make four holes with a skewer right to the bottom of the tin.
Bake for 2 to 21/2 hours; the cake is ready if a skewer pushed in comes out clean.
If the top is browning too much, protect with greaseproof paper.
Cool, slice and serve.
